Although the deadline for applications is 

15th January, don’t delay – apply on line by the end of the Autumn term, then 

you can relax over the holidays and forget about it.   

 

In England, every parent must apply for a school place for their child even if it’s 

linked to the child’s current nursery.  Please visit the Council website:
