Starting School for the First Time in September 2025

Just a quick reminder for parents whose children are in nursery and were born
between 15t September 2020 and 315t August 2021 — you must apply for a school
place now, ready for September 2025. Although the deadline for applications is
15th January, don't delay — apply on line by the end of November, then you can
relax and forget about if.

In England, every parent must apply for a school place for their child even if it's
linked to the child’s current nursery. Maximise your chance of getting your
preferred school place by doing the following:
